FISH AS FOOD.

The Dark Is rettcr Then the 'White For

an Active Person.

Mrs. S. T. Rorer, in The Ladies'

Home Journal, contends that there haa

not been a sufficiently accurate analysis

upon which to base any table regarding

the chemical composition of fish at all

reliable. "The albumbioid matter in

white fish, as cod, haddock and halibut,

is in abent the same prcportion as in

beef and mutton. They contain, how-

ever, more phosphorus—the active fish,

such as trout and pickerel, containing a

still greater amount, due no doubt to

their activity. The amount of carbon

depends largely upon the amount of fat

they contain. The whitefish are, there-

fore, deficient in carLcn. If you should

ask an intelligent ccok what wgetable

to serve with a boiled white fish she

would answer quickly, potatoes, as they

supply the wanting carbohydrates.

"There are other kinds of fish, how-

ever, such as salmon, catfish and stur-

geon, that are quite well supplied with

carbohydrates, in ceusequenee of which

they are not KO easily digested as the

white fish. The more oil they have dis-

persed through the lecdy, the more diffi-

cult the digestion. In the white fish the

fat is held in the liver; in the dark fish

it is dispersed through the entire flesh.

From this fact we learn that dark fish

make a much better diet for the active

man. Many authorities affirm that the

more active fish, as well as the more

active animals, give better muscle mak-

ing food than their more indolent rela-

tions."

MISS PARLOA ON SOUPS.

The French Housekeeper's Way of Making

Them Described In a Lecture.

"Economy is the watchword of the

French people," said Miss Parloa in her

talk upon the characteristics of French

cookery at the New York Young Wom-

an's Christian association, "and the

French housekeeper, no matter how

simple the dish, excels in the making of

it. The market prices are much higher

in France than here, butter and sugar

costing more than as much again. One

may buy half a lemon or part of a car-

rot, toed it is not thought unusual, and

only a sufficient quantity is purchased to

supply each meal, and an unexpected

guest is never provided for."
Miss Parloa _added that roasting and

broiling are hardly known among

the working classes, if ,d pastry is

made only in the kitchens of the very

wealthy. Ass American housewife mat

take the lead in the making' of dainty

and fancy desserts, but to a French-

woman the making of scups had sauces

is the incst important part of the cook-

ery.
The following simple soup is said to

be savory and delicious: Put 3 table-

spoonfuls of butter or meat fat in a soup

kettle and pour over it 2 quarts of wa-

ter. Let it cook 10 minutes before add-

ing a pint of potatoe s cut into cubes

and 8 leeks washed and sliced thin.

Add a teaspoonful of salt and one-third

cf pepper and allow this to cook very

slowly one hour. Break 5 slices of stale

bread into pieces and put in the soup

tureen, and turn the soup over it when

cooked the required length of time.
A French vegetable soup is made thus:

Cut a large onion into thin slices and

put them in a pan with 8 tablespoonfuls

of butter. Let them simmer together

half an hour and add 2 quarts of water.

Have prepared a pint of white turnips

cut into cubes, the same amount of po-

tatoes, half a pint of carrots, half a pint

of the white part of the leek cut into

thin slices. Add a clove of garlic, an

eschalot, a teaspoonful of sugar, one-

third of a teaspoonful of pepper and salt

and cook slowly an hour, adding some

chopped parsley 15 minutes before the

soup is removed from the fire. This soup

may also be used for a vegetable puree

by pressing it through a course sieve,

and to a pint of the thick soup add a

pint ef boiling milk.
A paste for thitLening sauces is kept

at hand for constant use. Hero is the

way to make one that will keep a long

time: Cut equal amounts of beef, veal

and pork suet in small pieces. Put them

in a kettle with very little water and

slowly render. Turn off the first fat,

aud when wry hot stir in flour until it

ferias a thick paste—about a pint of

alenr to a pint of liquid fat Put these

tete a &e..:•'delevere vessel and place in

an oven and me Corea to four hours.

There was a touching exchange of

compliments the other day between Em-

peror William and the Russian painter

Verestehagiu, whose works are now en

exhibition in Berlin. The kaiser went

to the gallery and was gracious enough

to remind the artist that they bud met

before.

According to English etiquette, no

counsel can leave his circuit to plead in

another without a special retainer,

which, in most cases, cannot be less

than 300 guineas. This is probably to

discourage "poaching."

BETTING ON THE RAIN.

The Queereat Gambling Game In the

World Is Played at Calcutta.

One of the most curious forms ef

gambling in the world is "rain gam-

bling," which in the winter season of

the year is at its height in Calcutta.

The principal rain gambling den is in

Cotton street., Burra bazaar.
No one who has not visited the place

can have any conception of the vast

crowds which at every hour of the day

and far into slight pass in and out.

The great majority are Mawaris, svlso

are born speculators, but there are as

well plenty of well to do -Europeas. ,

Eurasians, Jews, Armenians and Glades

and women too. All swarm into the

small courtyard where this strange

form of gambling is carried on, through

a narrow entrance barely 3 feet wide.

The courtyard is about 200 feet square.

The far famed tank with a spout falling

into the courtyard is the one spot where

all oyes are fixed. The tank stands at

the edge of a second floor roof. It is

about 6 feet long by 4 feet wide and 9

inches deep, with the spout opening in-

ward, some 3 or 4 inches from the bot-

tom. From this it will be seen that it

requires a pretty heavy downpour for

at least ten minutes to cause the spout

to flow. Intermittent drizzles, which

partly fill this tank, do not count, as

the shower to fill it must pour down un-

interruptedly, and then the bets are

won or lest.
Chances are taken either for or against

the spout running. A gray haired,

wizened old man is the owner of the

den, and there is another similar place

across the road, only smaller. On the

roof, over the fifth floor, there is a

small, square watch tower, in which

are stationed five or six men, whose

duty is to scan the horizon closely and

report on the formation of rainolouds.

On these reports the odds rise or fall.

A bet made amid won one day is al-

ways paid the following morning.

Everything seems to be "on the square,"

and indeed there is little chance for

cheating. The odds range as high as

to 75 on some days, even in the rainy

season. Many have made a fortune in a

single day. One person won over £5,-

000 in the course of as few weeks. But

he worked the system on scientifio meth-

ods.—New York Herald.

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SENATE TARIFF BILL.

The Dingley tariff bill as amended
ny the republican members of the
'Senate finance committee and re-
perted to the Senate Tuesday practi-
_.illy amounts to a new measure.
!Ai any important schedules were re-
written. The bill will be called up
in the Senate on May 18.
• Chairman Dingley, of the ways
and means committee of the House,
was asked for his opinion concern-
.ing the amendments to the bill.
Mr. Dingley said that he had not
been able to read the amendments
carefully and did not care to make
,any criticism of the policy of the
,Senate committee.

The republican members of the
• finance committee say there is no
statement to be made now as to the
,effect of the bill, the amount of
revenue to be raised by it or the
reductions. When the bill is taken
up in the Senate Mr. Aldrich will
make such a statement in the open-
ing speech. "It will raise revenue
,enough" is the comment of Senator
Allison, assented to by Senator
Aldrich. They estimate, however,
:that the increased revenue to be
raised from beer will be *13,000,000
,and from tea *10,000,000.

Senator Jones, of Arkansas, the
,democratic tariff leader, said that
he expected there would be about
,six weeks debate on the bill.
Among the important features of

,the Senate bill are the following :
A duty is levied on tea at the rate

pf ten cents per pound until Jan-
uary 1, 1900 ; after 1900 it is ad-
mitted free of duty.
The following is the provision in

.regarii to hides, which are trans-
ferred from the free list :
'Hides of cattle, raw or uncured,

.wnether dry, salted or pickled, 11
„cents per pound, provided that
upon all leather exported made
from imporqed hides there shall be
allowed a drawback equal to the
amount of duty paid on such
„bides."
The word bituminous is stricken

out of the coal schedule and all coal
lizide dutiable at 75 cents per ton,
‘vith the proviso added that the
duty on coal and shale shall be 60
cents per ton and on coal slack, or
culin, 15 cents per ton, when . im-
ported from any country, colony or
dependency that does not impose
.apon coal or coal slack or culm
higher rates of duty than those
named iii this proviso.
The Senate has increased the in-

tanal revenue duty on beer by
changing section 3339 of the Revised
„Statutes, to read as follows :

Until January 1, 1900, there
shall be paid on all beer, lager beer,
ale, porter and other similar
fermented liquors, brewed or manu-
factured and sold or removed for
.consumpt:on or sale within the
United States, by whatever name
such liquors may be called, a tax of
$1.44 for every barrel containing
not more than 31 gallons ; and after
,January 1, 1900, there shall be paid
a tax of tl per barrel on every bar-
rel of such beer, lager Leer, ale,
porter and other similar fermented
liquors. (The present rate is $1.)
The retroactive clause of the

House bill is stricken from the
Senate bill.

PITTSBURG'S BIG CONFLAGRATION.

The most disastrous fire that has
visited Pittsburg since the great
fire 1845, excepting during the riots
of 1877, destroyed *3,000,000 worth
of merchandise .and property Sun-
day night and probably resulted in
two deaths and the injury of four
other people. Not only is the figure
enormous, but it involves the com•
plete destruction of two of the great-
est mercantile houses of Pittsburg,
houses of long and proud record
and known far and wide in Penn-
sylvania and the neighboring States
and sister cities.
The great wholesale grocery

establishment of Thomas C. Jen-
kins and the mammoth retail store
of Joseph Horne & Co., are total
ruins. There remains of the first
only jagged patches of walls here
and there towering into blackened
pinnacles, and of the latter there
stands only the great naked frame-
work, built of iron, which would
not fall, but stripped of walls and
floors and festooned only with the
draggling shreds of timber, crinkle
pieces of sheet hen and twisted rods
and wires. They are mournful
monuments of wealth and com-
mercial enterprise. The burnt sec-
tion extends from Fifth street to
Cecil alley, on Penn avenue, and
from Cecil avenue to Fifth street,
on Liberty street, covering an area
of several acres.
One fireman was killed by falling

The customs receipts
alone for these ten mouths are
nearly six millions more than for
the whole of the fiscal year of 1894,
when the McKinley tariff was in
force, and the total expenditures of
the year of 1890, before the Mc-
Kinley act was passed "to reduce
taxation." And still it is thought
necessary now to increase taxation
instead of reducing expenses. —
Philadelph ia Times.

He can if he so chooses, and he does, as
a matter of fact, furnish a great deal of
space rent free. But it does not follow
that lie ought to be expected to do so.
It ought to be recognized as a contribu-
tion, exactly as would be the giving
away of sugar or coffee by a grocer.
But, strange to say, it is not looked up-
on in that light at all, yet everybody
knows that the existence of a news-
paper depends upon the rent of its space
and the sale of the paper, as a mer-
chant's success depends on selling his
goods instead of giving them away.

Costs Divided Between Prosecutor and
Defendant.

The Gettysburg ,Star and Sentinal says:
The case of the Corn. vs. James G.
&Helier, resulted Tuesday afternoon in
a verdict of not guilty ; the jury direct-
ing that all the costs be divided be-
tween the prosecutor and defendant.

formation of L. A. Overholtzer was not
pressed by the Cotnmomewealth, a nol
prat being eritered hy leave of Court.

A Question of Respectability.

The temperance people of Ruhrers-
ville, Funkstown and Boonsboro, in
Washington county, who do nut want
saloons in threw places, are lighting

them. They have employed Rev. W.
U. Griffith as their counsel. The act of
1806 requires the saloon-keepers, before
they get a license, to have their petition
for license signed by twelve freeholders,
respectable people, living in the vicini-
ty, etc. All the licenses vvhich expired
May 1 are now being renewed. The
court clerk has temporally withheld
licenses in the cases where they were
applied for by time Funkstown and
Rohrereville saloon-keepers. The tem-
perance people of Holirereville have
mworn to a statement that the signers to
the petition for a saloon at that place
are not in accordance with legal require-
ments. This evidence will be submitted
to the issuing clerk and the Rev. Mr.
Griffith states that if the clerk rejects
the evidence an injunction will be got-
ten out to restrain him from issuing the
license. Court Clerk Oswald states that
some people contend he is being imposed
upon by the applicants and that it is a
very delicate matter for him to say who
is respectable and who is not.

Mr. John P. Smith, of Sharpsburg, is
making extensive researches for the
purpose of tracing the history of the
aborigines of Washington county,
Rs' :las made borne interesting dis-

coveries, ascertaining that wherever the
scenery is grand, the hills high, as on
the cliff-lands bordering on the Potomac
river and Antietam creek, the remains
of Indian villages and lapidaries are
more abundant.
Ile says the villages of the aborigines

were so numerous that almost every
little stream running through the
countty has lying on its banks or at the
bottom ingeniously wrought. arrow-
points or artistically formed fish-spears.
From Antietam Iron Works, near

Sharpsburg, the site of the famous battle
between the Catawbas and Delawares,
which occurred between the years 1730
and 1736, up along the Potomac in a
northwesterly course, high bluffs, in
which rock shelters and caves abound,
were favorite abodes of the Indians.
Mr. Smith says these elevated spots

were selected because they were close
to the dense woods which harbored
deer, bear, etc, and because they afford-
ed lookouts and defenses against at-
tacks of enemies.

The seminarians presented the Bishop-

elect with a beautiful crosier, and the

following address was read by Mr. Wil-

liam A. Kerrigan, '94 :
"Rt. Rev. Bishop:-Once more has

that God-given leaven, long time ago
hidden within the sacred precincts of
Mt. St. Mary's given evidence of a vigor
unimpaired. Once more has a child
nurtured within her old, gray walls
been selected to take a not-unworthy
position among that galaxy of illustrious
sons who have made her name and the
Catholic Church in America almost
synonymous. Full of joy, therefore,
that it has pleased the Holy Ghost to
elevate to the episcopate our beloved
president, and not without regret, too,
that the Mountain, and particularly the
Seminary-which, could any exception
be made, has been the especial object
of his solicitude-are about to be de-
prived of his fostering care, we desire
to evidence to him that mingled joy
and regret by some tangible testimonial.
"Therefore, Rt. Rev. Bishop, in the

name of the seminarians of Mt. St.
Mary's, please accept this crosier. In
the wielding of it may the Holy Ghost
o'ershadow you and ever keep alive
those striking characteristics which
have marked your hitherto brief, but
signally successful career-characteris-
tics which have been the very evident
secret of your success, namely, an un-
flinching devotion to duty coupled with
a burning zeal 'for the greater glory of
God,' strengthened and inspired by the
words of the Apostle : '1 can do all
things in Him who strengthens me.'

ST. ANTHONY'S CORNER-
STONE.

Almost 2,000 People Witnessed the Cere-
mony Connected with the Laying of the
Corner Stone.-Very Rev. O'lirien Per-
formed the Blessing.-What the Box
Placed in the Stone Contalned.-Synopsis
of the Address Delivered by Rev. James
Matthew, of Washington.-Visiting
Clergymen.
Last Sunday was a gala-day at Mt.

St. Mary's and almost two thousand
people honored the occasion by their
presence. It was the largest gathering
ever seen in this neighborhood. The
spectacle which called them together,
will long remain a pleasant remem-
brance in the minds of all. The object
of this great assembly was to assist in
the blessing and laying of the corner-
stone of the new church, which the
members of the congregation are erect-
ing to the honor and glory of God.
The services began promptly at 3 p.

m., at which time the church-yard was
literally jammed with members of the
congregation, their friends and well-
wishers. The ceremonial as published
in last week's CHRONICLE was carried
out to the letter, and proved a source of
interest and edificetion to the vast con-
course of people, who attentively fol-
lowed it throughout.
The Very Rev. James O'Brien, rector

of St. Peter's Church, Washington, D.
C., who had been delegated by His
Eminence, Cardinal Gibbons, to per.
form the blessing, vested in the oratory
in the parochial residence; after which
the procession was formed and proceed-
ed in the following order to the church;
First came the cross-bearer, followed by
the master of ceremonies, Mr. John J.
Connolly, of Mt. St. Mary's Seminary;
the acolytes came next, carrying light-
ed candles; then the thurifer, followed
by the choir, composed of twenty-eight
seminarians from the College, under
the direction of Rev. Dominic Brown ;
the visiting clergy and finally, Revs.
B. J. Bradley, of Mt. St. Mary's College,
and Paul White, of Liberty, Md., ac-
companying the celebrant.
The various ceremonies were then

carried out according to the rite pre-
scribed in the Roman Ritual : the bless-
ing of the cross, of the corner-stone and
the foundation walls.
There was placed in the stone a copy

of the CHRONICLE, Cath4)lie Mirror, Bal-
timore Sun, some rare coins, the name
of the architect, contractors, builders,
and the clergy present on the occasion.

After the ceremonies had been finish-
ed the procession returned to the ora-
tory in the order in which it had come
In the meantime Rev. James Matthews,
of St. Cyprian's Church, Washington,
D. C., mounted the improvised pulpit,
within the foundation walls, and de-
livered a most interesting and eloquent
address, taking for his text these words
of the Royal Psalmist :-"Unless the
Lord build the house, they labor in
vain who build it."-(Psalm cxxvi. i.)
The Reverend Fattier in his introduc•

tion told of the necessity of invoking
the aid of God in all human works, but
especially in those which are destined
to be particularly devoted to worship.
The necessity and utility of such prac-
tice become more apparent from the
consideration of the curse, which the
ein of Adam brought upon this world,
by which all things were tainted and
lost the power of pleasing the Creator,
except in so far as He in His infinite
mercy had condescended to remove the
ban. Hence, under the natural law
the primitive ages, God in especial
manner bestowed his graces on certain
of His creatures, so that they rejoiced
in the power of blessing timings in His
name and rendered Him acceptable of-
fices, indicative of their acknowledg-
ment of His supreme dominion. Thus
it was that Jacob in return for the con-
soling vision vouchsafed from on high,
"set up a monument of stone in the
place where God had spoken to him :
pouring drink offerings upon it, and
pouring oil thereon : and calling the
name of that place Bethel.'-Gen.

14-  15.So,afterward, under the Mosaic dis-
pensation, when God spoke face to face
with time chosen leader of His people,
the same power was bestowed of ren-
dering especially pleasing to Him
those gifts and offices which had re-
ceived the blessing of his anointed
priesthood. The practice which then
obtained had been consecrated by the
usages of centuries, when the Son of
man, our Lord and Saviour, Jesus
Christ, came, not to destroy, but to ful-
fill the Law.
To the synagogue, which until then

had been the custodian, the Church
succeeded and the ceremonies approved
by our Lord were retained, together

de-
mantled.
with those, 

hose, 
which new exigencies de-

Father Matthews very heautifully
showed, that since the Church is a visi-
ble body made up of inenibers, good and
bad, with a visible head on earth, the
vicar of the invisible Head, who dwell-
eth ii Heaven, it is necessary that the
relation-ship should be expressed by
sensible signs, external manifestations
of the power and spirit which bind to-
gether the members of the mystical
body of Christ. These signs, with their
attendant rites, constitute the ceremon-
ial of the Church and signify a wealth
of thought and inspiration. These cer-
emonies give food to the soul, quicken
its activities and serve to impress on it
more firmly and intimately the neces-
sity of security the ono only end-sal-
vation.
After stating the origin and end of

ceremonies in general, the speaker,
dwelt with interest and eloquence upon
the particular use, which the Church
makes of them on an occasion such as
the present.
The significance of time laying of a

corner-stone for a new house of God,
wherein would be practiced the distinc-
tive services of the one true faith, was
thoroughly explained as well as the
characteristic notes of that faith itself.
Father Matthews spoke of the unity

of the Catholic Religion as exhibited in
its doctrines and sacraments, in its rites
and ceremonies, and in the graces,
which flow from the earnest and sin-
cere practice of those devotions, which
cluster, as it were, about the moving
principle of christianity, the sacrifice of
the mass, from which all other de-
votions derive their life and spirit.
He spoke of the authority of the Pope,
divinely established, propagated
throughout the centuries, handed down
in an unbroken succession frotn the
apostolic days, and marvelously pre-
served in the work of safe-guarding that
remarkable unity which especially de-
notes the one true church. The work
of holiness was then explained and its
display in the lives of the children o;
the church-her martyrs, confessors,
and virgins--strikingly illustrated.
The long list of saints, whose wonder-
ful lives passed in the bestowal of
favors upon their suffering fellows, was
cited as an evident mark of the
sanctity of an institution, which could
inspire such sacrifices, such generosity
and fraternal charity. Tim catholicity
of the church, its remarkable adapta
bility to all times and plates, to every
circumstance of age anti people was the
third significant note discussed. And
finally, the apostolicity of the church
was shown by folloWing up the history of its
organization from the time when our Lord IOW
told his Apostles "to go, teach all nations,"
from the 11 rat Pentecost down
through the days of shadow and en a_
shine, of trial and triumph until the present time,
when the one, holy,Catholic and apostolic chili eh
is enjoying an almost uninterrupted peace and 113

Still engaged building temples on the mountain-
top and offering to the struggling way-farer a
haven of rest from the wearying onslaughts of
vice and siu.
Father Matthews congratulated the parishion-

ers upon the good work in which they were en-
gaged ; he told them that on this festal day they
had reason to rejoice and be glad. He said, the
lessons to be drawn from the ceremony in which
they had just participated were many and im-
portant. He told them what this new church
was to be to them-the scene of all the import-
ant happenings in their lives. Here the young
people would plight their troth; here they would
be united in holy wedlock; in this building the
children would be clothed with the holy robe of
innocence in the sacramental waters of baptism.
Here, too, would be pronounced the lust beni-
son on the mortal remains of each, when the
final summons had been sounded; and here
would be breathed the earnest prayer for all time
necessities of life, and for the graces to with-
stand trial and temptation, to persevere and fin-
ally to be received into the blissful fellowship
with the Saints of God. The reverend:speaker ad-
monished his hearers, therefore, of the duties
and responsibilities which now devolve upon
them ; that they should second the efforts of
their pastor and strive to make their oblation
creditable to the holy inspirations which moved
them and as worthy as possible of God, the giver
of all good gifts, the Counsellor of the wise and
the Comforter of all who place their trust in
Him.
Father Matthews was listened to throughout

his discourse with the closest attention ; his el-
oquent words made a deep and no doubt lasting
impression upon his bearers and the spirit of
fraternal affection which pervaded his remarks
lent an additional charm.
Besides those already mentioned the following

clergymen took part in the ceremonies: Rev.
William L. O'Hara, acting president of Mt. St.
Marys College, Rev. Dr. E. F.X .MeSweeny, Rev.
Dr. John .J. Tierney arid Rev. Peter A. Coad, all
of the college.

FRENCH JOURNALS.

Shares of Several Bought and Sold Daily
on the Stock Exchange.

Most of the French journals have n
sane de depeches, where bulletins are
displayed and a museum of relics of the

paper is kept. French journalism is

much more personal in regard to its lit-

erary composition than that of England

or America. A large proportion of the

articles are signed with the names of

the writers, even when the work is

more or less of a routine nature, such

as the sporting or law departments of

the paper. On the other hand, the own-

ership of newspapers is less frequently

lodged in siuglo hands than is the case

in America. Very many cf the French

papers are owned by companies or asso-

ciations, while the stock of several of

the best known, such as The Figaro and

Petit Journal, is bought and sold daily

on the Stock Exchange, the quotations

appearing as regularly as those of rail-

way shares or Government bonds.

The circulation of all but a very few

of the Paris papers varies enormously,

according to theacontents. If a paper
contains a striking article, well adver-

tised previously, or if its feuilletou, con-

tinued story or memoirs, which most of

the French journals consider an essen-

tial part of their daily issue, is by some

well known author, the circulation will

run up 50,000 or 100,000 in a week
and drop again as soon as the special

feature is discontinued. When Le Jour

began publishing M. Henri Rochefort's

memoirs, its circulation went up five-

fold, although the price of the paper

had been doubled in order to make hay

while the sun shone.

The French press is much more con-

centrated in the capital than that of

other European countries. In Germany,

for instance, it is not the press of Berlin

that has the largest circulation or the

greatest influence. In this, as in many

other matters, however, the French

press only bears out the saying that

"Paris is France."-Chautauquan.

THE MOST ICY SPOT.

Werkojank, Siberia, Is the Coldest Region
of the Globe.

The coldest region of the globe, that

of Werkojank, in Siberia, where the low-

est temperature of -90 degrees F. has

been observed, and the mean of January

_is -48 degrees F., is iuhabited by about

10,500 persons of the Jakut and Laniut

races. Iu a large part of time region, ac-

cording to the representation of Mr.

Sergius Kovalik, in the bulletin of the

Geographical society of Irkutsk, the air

is so dry and winds are so rare that the

intensity of the cold is not fully realized.

Farther cast there are sometimes terri-

ble storms. In the summer time the

temperature sometimes rises to 86 de-

grees F. in the shade, while it freezes

at night. The latter part of this season

is often marked by copious rains and ex-

tensive inundatiens.

Vegetation is scanty. There are no

trees, only meadows. The people hunt

fur bearing iminials, fish and raise cat-

tle and reindeer. It requires about

eight cows to support a family, four be-

ing milked in the summer and two in

time winter. The cattle are fed hay in

the win::' ra:. are allewed to co cef co

caaioually when it is not too cold, their

teats being carefully covered up with

felt. Milk is the principal food, ecca-

sionally suprlemented with hares,which

are quite abundant. The houses are of

wood, covered with clay, and consist of

one roma, in which the people arid their

animals live together. The wealthier

classes are better provided with hedging

and food. Time people are very hospita-

ble, but excessively punctilious concern-

ing points of honor, such as the place at

table.-Popular Science Monthly.
